Landscape Design (with 
blueprints) 

Landscape design is the art of arranging the features of an area of land 
for aesthe�c and/or prac�cal reasons. It is o�en divided into two major 
components: hardscape (the nonliving elements, such as pa�os, walkways, 
retaining walls, and fences) and so�scape (the living elements, such as 
trees, shrubs, bushes, grasses, and flowers). A foodscape is a subset of a 
so�scape and can include hardscape elements. The foodscape arranges the 
features of an area to provide a higher-quality food product.  

Material and Product 
Sourcing 

This is the iden�fica�on of items (including tools) needed within the 
landscape and their suppliers. This encompasses all landscape supplies and 
all types of plants. 

Pick up and Delivery This service assists the DIY'er by providing an easy and cost-effec�ve way to 
get materials and products to the site, reducing personal labor and 
transporta�on concerns.

  1) Hardscaping:   
        a) Paver walkways and pa�os. 
        b) Retaining walls. 
        c) Small-scale concrete applica�ons (less than 100 sq�).  
        e) Drainage improvement applica�ons. 
        f) Pain�ng, dyeing, and staining to improve aesthe�cs. 
        g) Small-scale stone and gravel applica�ons. 
  2) So�scaping:  
       a) Plan�ngs - All trees (up to 6 feet tall), shrubs, bushes, flowers, and 
fruits/vegetables. 
       b) Plant removal, excluding trees over 6 feet tall. 
       c) Small-scale grass cu�ng. 
       d) Pruning and trimming. 
       e) Debris removal. 
       f) Topsoil and Mulch applica�ons. 
       g) In-ground, container, or raised flower beds - All material types where 
applicable. Building and maintaining. 
       h) Small-scale ponds.  
       i) Solar ligh�ng applica�ons.   
  3) Foodscaping (specializing in organic food produc�on): 
       a) In-ground - Roto�lling, mulching, fer�lizing, plan�ng, and cul�va�ng. 
       b) Containers - Acquisi�on, preparing, plan�ng, and maintenance. 
       c) Raised garden beds: Implementa�on of all material types, sizes, and 
colors (ie. Wood, metal, concrete block, and all other hardscape materials. 
       d) Water containment and irriga�on systems. 
       e) Trellising. 
       f) Weed control. 
       g) Pest control. 
       h) Deer fencing (solar electric and non-electric). 



       i) Small and large-scale community garden applica�ons (all aspects from 
project planning to comple�on).
